Notes to the Financial Statements
For the year ended 30 June 2017

Note 1: Summary of Significant Accounting Policies

The trustees have prepared the financial statements on the basis that the superannuation fund is a non-reporting entity because 
there are no users dependent on general purpose financial statements. The financial statements are therefore special purpose 
financial statements that have been prepared in order to meet the requirements of the Superannuation Industry (Supervision) Act 
1993 and accompanying Regulations, the trust deed of the fund and the needs of members.

The financial statements have also been prepared on a cash basis and are based on historical costs, except for investments, 
which have been measured at market values.

The following significant accounting policies, which are consistent with the policies applied in the previous period unless otherwise 
stated, have been adopted in the preparation of the financial statements.

The financial statements were authorised for issue by the Director(s).

a. Measurement of Investments
The fund initially recognises: 
(i) an investment when it controls the future economic benefits expected to flow from the asset. For financial assets, the 

trade date is considered the date on which control of the future economic benefits attributable to the asset passes to 
the fund; and

(ii) a financial liability on the date it becomes a party to the contractual provisions of the instrument.
Investments of the fund have been measured at their market values, which is the amount that a willing buyer of the asset could 
reasonably be expected to pay to acquire the asset from a willing seller if the following assumptions were made:

- that the buyer and the seller deal with each other at arm’s length in relation to the sale;
- that the sale occurred after proper marketing of the asset; and
- that the buyer and the seller acted knowledgeably and prudentially in relation to the sale.

Market values have been determined as follows:
(i) shares and other securities listed on the Australian Securities Exchange by reference to the relevant market quotations 

at the end of the reporting period;
(ii) units in managed funds by reference to the unit redemption price at the end of the reporting period;
(iii) fixed-interest securities by reference to the redemption price at the end of the reporting period; 
(iv) unlisted investments are stated at trustees’ assessment based on estimated market value at balance date or where 

necessary, an external valuer’s opinion; and
(v) investment properties at trustees’ assessment of market value or where necessary a qualified independent valuer’s 

opinion at the end of reporting period.
Financial liabilities, such as trade creditors and other payables, are measured at the gross value of the outstanding balance at the 
reporting date. The trustees have determined that the gross values of the fund’s financial liabilities are equivalent to their market 
values. Any remeasurement changes in the gross values of non-current financial liabilities (including liabilities for members’ 
accrued benefits) are recognised in the operating statement in the periods in which they occur.

b. Cash and Cash Equivalents

Cash and cash equivalents include cash on hand and at call, deposits with banks and short-term, highly liquid investments 
that are readily convertible to cash and are subject to an insignificant risk of change in value.

c. Revenue
Revenue is recognised at the fair value of the consideration received or receivable.

Interest revenue
Interest revenue is recognised in respect of fixed-interest securities, and cash and cash equivalent balances. Interest 
revenue is recognised upon receipt.

Dividend revenue
Dividend revenue is recognised when the dividend has been paid or, in the case of dividend reinvestment schemes, when the 
dividend is credited to the benefit of the fund.

Rental revenue
Rental revenue arising from operating leases on investment properties is recognised upon receipt.

Distribution revenue
Distributions from unit trusts and managed funds are recognised as at the date the unit value is quoted ex-distribution and if not 
received at the end of the reporting period, are reflected in the statement of financial position as a receivable at market value.

Remeasurement changes in market values
Remeasurement changes in the market values of assets are recognised as income and are determined as the difference 
between the market value at year-end or consideration received (if sold during the year) and the market value as at the 
prior year-end or cost (if the investment was acquired during the period).

d. Liability for Accrued Benefits

The liability for accrued benefits represents the fund's present obligation to pay benefits to members and beneficiaries and 
has been calculated as the difference between the carrying amount of the assets and the carrying amount of the other 
payables and income tax liabilities as at the end of the reporting period.

e. Critical Accounting Estimates and Judgements

The preparation of financial statements requires the trustees to make judgements, estimates and assumptions that affect the 
application of accounting policies and the reported amounts of assets and liabilities, income and expenses. Actual results 
may differ from these estimates.

Estimates and underlying assumptions are reviewed on an ongoing basis. Revisions to accounting estimates are 
recognised in the period in which the estimate is revised and in any future period affected.

4. Investment strategy 

The investment strategy has been determined with due regard to risk, return, liquidity and diversity, 
and the assets of the Fund are in line with this strategy. 

5. Accounting policies 

All the significant accounting policies of the Fund are adequately described in the financial report 
and the notes attached thereto. These policies are consistent with the policies adopted last year. 

6. Fund books and records 

We have made available to you all financial records and related data, other information, explanations 
and assistance necessary for the conduct of the audit; and minutes of all meetings of the trustees.

The assets of the Fund are being held in a form suitable for the benefit of the members of the Fund, 
and are in accordance with our investment strategy. 
Investments are carried in the books at market value. Such amounts are considered reasonable in 
light of present circumstances. 
We have no plans or intentions that may materially affect the carrying values, or classification, of 
assets and liabilities. 
There are no commitments, fixed or contingent, for the purchase or sale of long term investments.

8. Uncorrected misstatements 

We believe the effects of those uncorrected financial report misstatements aggregated by the 
auditor during the audit are immaterial, both individually and in aggregate, to the financial report 
taken as a whole. A summary of such items is attached. 

9.  Ownership and pledging of assets 

The Fund has satisfactory title to all assets appearing in the statement of financial position/net 
assets. All investments are registered in the name of the Fund, where possible, and are in the 
custody of the respective manager/trustee. 
There are no liens or encumbrances on any assets or benefits and no assets, benefits or interests in 
the Fund have been pledged or assigned to secure liabilities of others. 
All assets of the Fund are held separately from the assets of the members, employers and the 
trustees. All assets are acquired, maintained and disposed of on an arm’s length basis and 
appropriate action is taken to protect the assets of the Fund. 



10. Related parties 

Related party transactions and related amounts receivable have been properly recorded or 
disclosed in the financial report. 

Acquisitions from, loans to, leasing of assets to and investments in related parties have not 
exceeded the in-house asset restrictions in the SISA at the time of the investment, acquisition or at 
year end.

The trustees confirm that there is no outstanding legal action or claims against the Fund. 
There have been no communications from the ATO concerning a contravention of SISA or SISR 
which has occurred, is occurring, or is about to occur. 

We understand that your examination was made in accordance with Australian Auditing Standards 
and applicable Standards on Assurance Engagements and was, therefore, designed primarily for the 
purpose of expressing an opinion on the financial report of the Fund taken as a whole, and on the 
compliance of the Fund with specified requirements of SISA and SISR, and that your tests of the 
financial and compliance records and other auditing procedures were limited to those which you 
considered necessary for that purpose.

You have requested that we audit the Supermurphs Fund:

1. financial report, which comprises the statement of financial position as at 2017and the operating 
statement for the year then ended and the notes to the financial statements; and 

2. compliance during the same period with the requirements of the Superannuation Industry 
(Supervision) Act 1993 (SISA) and SIS Regulations (SISR) specified in the approved form 
auditor’s report as issued by the ATO, which are sections 17A, 35A, 35B, 35C(2), 52(2)(d), 
52(2)(e), 62, 65, 66, 67, 69-71E, 73-75, 80-85, 103, 104A, 109 and 121146 of the SISA and 
regulations 4.09, 5.08, 6.17, 7.04, 13.12, 13.13, and 13.14 of the SISR.

We are pleased to confirm our acceptance and our understanding of this engagement by means of this 
letter. Our audit will be conducted pursuant to the SISA with the objective of our expressing an opinion 
on the financial report and the fund’s compliance with the specified requirements of the SISA and SISR.

The Responsibilities of the Auditor 

We will conduct our financial audit in accordance with Australian Auditing Standards and our compliance 
audit in accordance with applicable Standards on Assurance Engagements, issued by the Auditing and 
Assurance Standards Board (AUASB). These standards require that we comply with relevant ethical 
requirements relating to audit and assurance engagements and plan and perform the audit to obtain 
reasonable assurance whether the financial report is free from material misstatement and that you have 
complied, in all material respects, with the specified requirements of the SISA and SISR.

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PART A - FINANCIAL REPORT

I have audited the special purpose financial report comprising the Statement of Financial Position as at 30 June 2017, the 
Operating Statement for the year then ended, a summary of significant accounting policies and other explanatory notes of 
the Supermurphs Fund for the year ended 30 June 2017.

My procedures with respect to regulation 4.09 included testing that the fund trustee has an investment strategy, that the trustee 
has given consideration to risk, return, liquidity, diversification, the insurance needs of fund members, and that the fund's 
investments are made in line with that investment strategy. No opinion is made on the investment strategy or its 
appropriateness to the fund members.

I believe that the audit evidence I have obtained is sufficient and appropriate to provide a basis for my audit conclusion.
