	This property comprises a 3,793 square metre near ‘L’ shaped internal allotment located in the coastal town of Boyne Island. The property is classified within the 'Low Density Residential' zone under the Gladstone Regional Council Planning Scheme.

Erected on the property is a single level motel complex in 2 buildings comprising 9 motel rooms, a 3 bedroom manager's residence and 7 detached villas. The motel is estimated to have been constructed 1991 and the villas added in 1995. Ancillary improvements include an inground swimming pool, BBQ area, porte cochere and carports. The complex has benefited from refurbishment works undertaken over recent years. We acknowledge that some areas of the property are original and now dated (motel bathrooms and built in cabinetry), however the accommodation appears well maintained and overall provides a clean and comfortable standard of accommodation with a reasonably good standard of external and internal presentation.
